MADE12 - Brighton's Design and Craft Fair

22nd - 25th November 2012
Corn Exchange, Brighton

MADE is now in its seventh year and has built a reputation as one of the top design and craft shows in the country.
Acclaimed by exhibitors, press and the public, all of whom have been impressed by the quality and range of the
work on show and by the friendliness of the show itself. MADE11 saw another record number of visitors (6500+)
and equally healthy sales.

MADET1 is organised in tandem with the successful Brighton Art Fair held each year in September. We do not
believe that there should be such a gulf between art and craft and want to promote the best in contemporary
design and craft from makers and designers across the country. By promoting these two events together we attract
contemporary art collectors to buy the best in British Art, Craft and Design. MADE12 charges no commission on
sales.

VENUE

The Corn Exchange was originally built as the Prince Regent’s Riding House in 1805 and is situated in the Brighton
Dome arts complex within the Brighton Pavilion Gardens. The Corn Exchange is very well known in Brighton and is
right in the centre of the city between the fashionable bohemian North Laine area, the boutiques of The Lanes and
the main shopping areas of North Street and Churchill Square. Buses from every area of Brighton stop nearby and
the railway station is within a few minutes’ walk. There is ample car parking in the centre of Brighton.

APPLYING & SELECTION

Applications are invited worldwide from individual makers, groups of makers and South East based galleries.
Makers wanting to share spaces must be individually selected and the number of makers must be reflected in the
size of the space booked. We will require images of each makers work to be shown, whether individually or within
a studio group or gallery.

We require your CV or artist statements and a minimum of 4 representative images of each makers work, clearly
labelled; name, title, medium, size and price.

If you can, please apply on-line, as this eliminates the possibility of us making typographical mistakes on the
website and in the catalogue. We also accept applications made by post and images should be provided as slides
or photographic prints. If you would like to receive notification that we have received your application, please
enclose a stamped, self-addressed postcard with your application. Those applying on-ine should get an email
acknowledgement.

DEADLINE

Applications are invited anytime before 31st March. Selection will be made by the selection committee in April.

SPACE

Each space will comprise of a white painted rectangular shell with a minimum of 2 spotlights. The boards are made
from hollow plywood covered frame, painted white. They are 9ft high and 50mm wide. While they will support a
reasonable hanging weight if you are hanging anything heavy e.g. shelves, they should either be hung from the
top or from anchors in the board. Work can be hung from screws or mirror plates. (please allow for the possibility
of the stand being up to 10cm smaller than stated due to the width of the walls - most will be 5¢cm smaller) The
reverse sides of the boards are not spot lit - you may want to pay for an extra light if you are on an end.

Spotlights are adjustable and fixed onto the fascia. The name on the fascia is produced by the set builders and
written as you specify. The lighting should be ample but extra spots can be fitted for £30.00 per spot.

We also provide - 1 central credit card machine / a wrapping stand / porters to assist with set up/break down /
free exhibitors’ cloakroom / discount at the café / catalogue containing exhibitor information / website.



Extra costs - £30 per spot - £40 per plug socket - £10 to order a table.

We have found that a minimum of stand furniture works best with this shell scheme, stand designs that have worked
best in the past are; cup-hooks screwed directly into the shell with product displayed like a gallery; white painted
‘floating’ shelves screwed into the shell; a small number of freestanding plinths. It is easy to overdo the stand
furniture especially if you are not used to a shell scheme - we recommend trying to keep it light and spacious with
space for visitors to enter the stand and look at the work away from the crush of the aisle.

STAND PRICES

The plan is a draft plan only - we will redraw the plan when we know what the final exhibitors’ demands are.
Exhibitors are not allowed to place any obstructions such as chairs or cabinets outside the stand boundaries.
Please bear this in mind if you need space for a cabinet - perhaps consider a 1.25 deep space.

A £360 Basic 1.5m x 1.25m

Ideal for one exhibitor with a cabinet and small scale work - no sharing. PLEASE NOTE THERE ISN'T A PARTITION BETWEEN THE
TWO STANDS - YOU ARE EFFECTIVELY SHARING A SPACE. If you know who you would like on the other side please specify. Both
sides available @£700.

B £430 2m wide x1m deep

C £480 2m wide x 1.25m deep- especially suvited to exhibitors with display cabinets etc

D £585 3m wide x1m deep - Long and thin - very suitable for wall hung work
(stand numbers 2,18,19,83,85,89,91,93,95,99,101,103,105,109,111 )

E £525 Wedge shaped 2(wide)x2(deep)x1m(deep) The Wedge shape makes for good visibility and feels spacious.
(stands 6,8,9,11,12,13,14,15,16,17,20,21,22,27)

F £550 2m (wide) x2m (deep) Good sized space with lots of wall hanging space if needed. (stands 7,25,28,30)

G £590 Wedge shaped 2m (deep) x2.5(wide)x1m(deep) Deep stands, spacious feel plus the extra1/2 metre width makes a big
difference. (stands 10,23,24,26)

H £1100 4m x 2m can be made by combining two E's or F's.

EXTRAS

Socket £40, extra light £30 (basic but ample lighting including), table £10, personal fan. We can have storage
cupboards/changing rooms if needed at an extra cost. We recommend going easy on extra lighting as it does get
hot in the hall. VAT is not yet charged by us.

PAYMENT

We will require a 25% deposit to be paid within 14 days after notification of selection to guarantee reservation of
your space. The remainder of the balance can be paid in installments in September, October and November or in
one payment on acceptance.

TICKETS

There will be a charge for entry by the general public into the show of £6 per person. This will include a 16-page
catalogue listing all exhibitors. There will be a supply of 2 for 1 tickets for admission on Friday, Saturday and
Sunday. You will be given some free tickets for admission on Friday.

PRIVATE VIEW

A Private View will be held on Thursday 22th November. We have a growing database of past buyers and visitors
at BAF and MADE and will be inviting the best buyers, as well as gallery owners from the South East and London
and arts professionals in the area. We send out Private View tickets to previous buyers, shops and journalists.

We'll be laying on wine on the Friday Evening and will be supplying you with free tickets for your best customers.

FAQ
How are the exhibitors chosen?

The selection committee will meet in April to choose the exhibitors. We are aiming for a balanced exhibition
selecting high quality, original work, that spans many different media, styles and subjects.

Is there a commission charge on sales?

No commission is charged on cash and cheque sales. (5% commission is charged on credit card sales - through
our own machine - to cover administration costs - taken from the selling price.)

How do I fix to the walls?

The best method is to screw stubby screws directly into the board. Frames can be hung either using mirror plates or
picture wire. Do not use hammer and nails because it runs the risk of damaging work on the other side of the
partitions, also nails may pivot like a seesaw and your work could end up on the floor.

What marketing will be undertaken?

We haven't finalised the marketing campaign for MADE12 but it might be:

. 100000 leaflets distributed to relevant venues throughout Brighton, London, Kent, Surrey and Sussex, door
to door delivery in Brighton and Hove, on-street distribution for the week before the fair.

. Piggyback mailings with connected organisations.

. High-profile street banners at strategic positions in Brighton and Hove - such as the street down from the
station (Queens Road), the seafront and the main entrances to the city.

. Posters throughout Brighton and Hove.

. 2for1 tickets distributed through complementary organisations and through participating artists.

. Adverts in national and local arts magazines and newspapers.

. Websites blogs social media and links.

. PR campaign hitting national and local media.

. Direct mail and email campaign to arts professionals, arts buyers and the local great and good.

. Direct Mail campaign to buyers and previous visitors to both Brighton Art Fair and Made

. Media sponsors heavily promoting the fair locally.

Numbers of visitors for both the Art Fair and the Craft Fair was up last year at over 6500 spread over the 3 1/2
days with healthy sales for most participants.
